March 1% is a day of celebration of both Welsh culture and St David, the patron
saint of Wales. His ability to make the earth rise beneath him in the year 601
suggested a power which could ward off the invading Normans, and he was
declared a saint almost 900 years ago.

On St David’s Day, the Welsh flag is displayed prominently and celebrations take
place all over the country. Children often wear traditional costumes and some
people pin a daffodil or leek to their clothes. Cardiff’s National St David’s Day
Parade and other celebrations across the country is an opportunity to come
together to celebrate Welsh culture and heritage.
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Hedgehog Helpline

Have you ever had a hedgehog in your garden?
What about living in your house?

Well, primary hedgehog-help carer Ericka has
had many hedgehogs in her house, but not too many...

Ericka, a primary carer for Hedgehog Helplineg, is first in command when it comes to
diagnosing and treating hedgehogs. She will home the hedgehogs when they are in the
most distress and need of help. The first thing she does is put them on a drip where the
saline is injected under the skin. She will provide them with a tenth of their body weight in
water. This ensures the hedgehogs are fully hydrated, next she feeds them wet cat food (or
dog food, but cat food is preferred) until they poo. She then examines the faeces for
illnesses such as lungworm, roundworm, fluke and coccidia. Finally, she will treat the
hedgehogs accordingly. In addition, if a hedgehog has a broken leg that can be treated with
a plinth or, in worst case scenario, a broken back leg can be amputated, however the front
legs cannot as they are essential to digging.

If you want to support a hedgehog before handing it over to a Hedgehog helpline member,
it is a must that you do not feed milk as hedgehogs are lactose intolerant and not to feed
them bread as this provides almost no nutritional value. Although it is best to send
hedgehogs in, you can feed them, wet cat/dog food (cat food preferably,) dry cat food or
even leftover chicken scraps. They also have a sweet tooth for things like digestive biscuits
and rich tea biscuits, even small amounts of banana, just not too much as these aren’t very
good for the hedgehogs.

Hedgehog helpline operates in South-East Wales and has received almost one thousand
hedgehogs. If you ever find a hedgehog in your garden, when possible, you should always
take them to a member of the helpline. If you need to, call Hedgehog helpline at 07557
646773, just bear in mind that Hedgehog Helpline is a voluntary service, so there isn’t a
twenty-four-hour operating system.
